    The next two months are rather uncertain for us. Several of our November meetings had to be rescheduled, 
but I have already been in California (Lena and Simeon remained at home due to his vaccinations) and we still 
have meetings in Pennsylvania and Ohio. We were planning to go to Germany in December to help the 
Petersons with a Christmas outreach distribution, but with travel from the United States banned at the moment 
and no outlook to change soon, we are anticipating that we will need to cancel that trip. We have also had issues
getting the paperwork for Simeon. Please pray that we would be able to travel soon; this trip is already a year-
and-a-half in the planning. God has His perfect timing, we know, but we are eager to be at work on the field. 
    God is continuing to bless our ministry, however. We now have 15 supporting churches, and are now 
approaching a third of our needed support. Thank you all so much for your prayers! We could never have 
expected what this year would hold at its outset, nor could we have imagined how God would direct our paths, 
but He receives all the glory for all He has done. We are praying that we would reach 25 supporting churches 
and 50% by the end of winter. With our schedule being a little barren at the moment, we know it will be by 
God's grace entirely, and we know He is able! Please pray with us to this end, and that our schedule for 2021 
would fill up more. 
    We also made very good friendships during our last two months. Between the pastors, those who opened their
homes to us, those who took us out for dinner, those who worked along side of us, and those that greeted us and 
made us feel like family, we are truly reminded that we are in one accord in the Spirit of God. You will be in our
prayers, as we are assured that we are in yours!
